Identify Parts

1. Identify all parts and lay out 4 tubings (C1, C2, D1, D2) on a flat surface. See picture below to
identify position of each tubing (upper or lower, left or right).

* Confirm each tubing has at least one pair of 2 holes facing outward (see detail 2).

* Arrange tubings with one pair holes (see detail 3a), then sort tubings with two pairs holes

(see detail 3b).

0 NOTE: One or more upper/lower tubing may have holes on both sides.

2. Carefully place the metal base (B) on @/ \@

hard, flat ground.

3. Insert left and right lower tubings (C)
into the left and right upright slot on
the metal base. Holes at top of lower
tubings should face outward to align
with the holes of tubing connectors later
in assembly.

4. Secure lower tubings to base using
screws (F). Tighten with hex wrench. :] ]




Place Upper Tubings

5. Insert tubing connectors (E) into the lower
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tubings, aligning screw holes. '
6. Secure tubing connectors to lower tubings
using screws (F). Tighten with hex wrench. e —T —
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Upper Tubings with Connectors

7. Insert left and right upper tubings (D) into tubing
connectors, aligning screw holes.

8. Secure to tubing connectors using screws (F). Tighten
with hex wrench.
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Securing Mount to Floor (Optional)

For added stability and security in public settings, the
base can be bolted to the floor through the 4 holes in
metal base.

Installing Rotating Bracket

To install rotating bracket, refer to assembly instructions
enclosed in the Mounting Bracket package (DUOPOLEBK).

o NOTE: The bracket locks all the weight of all
compatible TVs in horizontal orientation. The
bracket will only support TVs in portrait mode if the
weight is under 15 pounds (6.8 kg).

Assembly is complete.

Installing Dual Rotating Brackets (FOR DUAL HEAD TV STANDS ONLY)

O notE

e DSTAND2BK can hold dual flat TVs up to 70", depending on
different layouts and orientation. TVs can not be rotated while
2 TVs are hung on the stand at the same time.

* Be careful when using ladders or standing above the ground.

* Do not adjust the position of extrusion while TV is on the
bracket.

* Do not use casters. Holes in the base are for mounting onto
floor only.

Distance between TVs

Measure TVs

Lay the TVs in their intended position and measure the
distance between the first VESA mount of each unit. This
measurement is the minimum distance between each
connector to ensure TVs will not interfere with each other.

Add Dual Connectors

Use your measurements to determine position of 2nd connector
set and attach the additional connectors at the marked location.

0 NOTE: Do not place connectors

over screws on pOIGS.

Mount Lower TV

First, mount the lower TV to the lower bracket.
Feed power cord into pole and pull out through
bottom slot.

(Refer to complete instructions in Mounting

Bracket User Manual.)

Mount Upper TV

Adjust spacing of upper bracket as necessary, then
mount upper TV. Feed power cord into pole and pull out
through bottom slot.

0 NOTE: The bracket can
be adjusted up and down
on the TV to best fit the
location of both TVs on the
stand.

A Do NOT adjust the bracket
position while the TV is
mounted to the pole.
